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Recently, I had the opportunity to accompany our youth to Southeastern for a youth rally.  That night 
Dr. Alvin Reid shared a video blog that was posted by Penn from the famous comedy and magic duo 
of Penn and Teller.  Penn who is a known and devout atheist was recounting an event that had recently 
made a deep impact on him in regards to faith and religion.  Following one of his shows a man had 
waited around afterwards to speak to Penn. This man had very lovingly taken the time to give him a 
Gideon’s Bible in an attempt to share the gospel with him.  As I said before, Penn is well known to be 
an atheist and believes there is no God.  In the past he has not received gospel well, and is known for 
being very argumentative and/or derogatory towards Christianity.  However, this man had a profound 
impact on Penn.  As Penn recounted the story he kept saying over and over again that he was surprised 
that this Christian was first of all kind and second of all sane.  I don’t know how many of us would 
have had the courage to share the gospel with a known atheist on His own turf?  However, God used 
this man to soften Penn’s heart and to deliver the truth of the gospel.  I can’t help but think of all the 
people that need to hear the gospel that I know.  I imagine that if you sat down to think about it you 
would be able to come up with a few of your friends, family, and acquaintances that need to hear the 
truth about Jesus.  I want  to challenge you this Easter season to intentionally and lovingly share 
the Gospel with at least one person.  This Easter we will be providing some tools to do that with and 
give you some resources to help in this task.  I know you might be thinking right now that you can’t or 
that you won’t.  I understand that you might be afraid or feel inadequate.  However, I want to share 
with you what Penn said his greatest problem was with Christianity.  He told all of those watching that 
he always believed that Christians hated the people around them because they believed they had the 
Truth of eternal life and yet they told no one.  This Easter season let’s take seriously the opportunity to 
love the world like Jesus!
